W.G. Grinders Cafeteria Operations 
INTRODUCTION: 
Beginning August 2018, Saint Luke’s cafeteria services are being operated by W.G. Grinders, a Columbus-based deli and caterer providing cafeteria operations at Alter, Carroll, Chaminade-Julienne, Mercy-McAuley (Cincinnati) and Lehman Catholic (Sidney) high schools, and Incarnation and Saint Patrick (Troy) elementary schools. 

Menu Items W.G. Grinders Cafeteria Operations offer students -  
W.G. Grinders Cafeteria Operations offers restaurant quality food in a cafeteria setting.  A regular menu will rotate 30-40 different entrees throughout the school year.  Each meal will include an entrée and two sides.  In addition, a la carte items are offered, including Grinder sandwiches, wraps, salads, yogurt and pudding parfaits, fresh fruit salad, Sun Chips, Baked Lays, and freshly baked cookies. 

Special diet items are also available to students -  

Gluten free entrees are available daily along with the opportunity to make the entrée of- the-day gluten free for a $1.00 fee.  Gluten free items must be ordered by 3:00 p.m. the day before by sending an email to the cafeteria manager, Amber Lowe at:  LoweA@saintlukeparishschool.org. 
Cafeteria menu costs are - 

 $3.25 daily entree meal (milk included) – ages K thru Grade 2
 $3.50 daily entree meal (milk included) – ages Grades 3 thru 8 (larger portions)  
 $1.00  additional for gluten-free daily entrée meal (ordered day prior by 3:00 p.m.)

 $0.75 to $2.50 a la carte items (gluten free a la carte items are available)
$2.25 - 3-inch Grinder sandwich / wrap  

$2.50 - salad   

$0.75 - $1.25 - other snacks & chips  

            $0.75 - bottle water

$0.75 - juice box  

$1.00 - Sunny D  

  Free or reduced price lunches are available to students for families who qualify.

Other advantages W.G. Grinders Cafeteria Operations bring - 
             ( Parents will be able view their child(ren)’s cafeteria menu selections and child(ren)’s lunch account balance.
             ( Previous 2017-2018 Saint Luke lunch account balances will be credited to a W.G. Grinders’ lunch account balance for 2018-2019 for returning students, and automatically rolled into a high school lunch account balance for a student going to a high school or enrolling in another elementary school operated by W.G. Grinders.
             ( A bonus is credited to deposits made on August 19 to each child’s lunch account. See details below.
             ( As school policy permits, parents are welcome to join their child(ren) for lunch at regular cafeteria costs.
             ( A free milk will be provided to each student daily through the school’s NEW participation in the government Milk Program .
             ( While offering a full and balanced lunch menu meeting National School Lunch Program standards, W.G. Grinders can do so without government oversight and/or assistance.    

             ( A portion of all cafeteria sales is returned to Saint Luke School.  Families further support the school, therefore, every time a student eats in the cafeteria.

Establishing and loading funds to a student’s lunch account -  
Every school family must establish an account with SPS EZpay to monitor balances and activity.  Parents may add money to a student’s account by credit card, can check balances, and can view transactions online at the SPS EZpay site.  Money does not have to be added via the site; cash or checks can be sent to school and added to the account. Please remember to include your student’s cafeteria ID number with any cash or check payment to insure proper account credit.
A quick link to SPS EZpay will be available on the school app website: http://www.saintlukeparishschool.org/.  You will need your student’s assigned cafeteria ID to set up your account. It will be included on the class assignment sheet.    
If a student’s account balance goes in the negative, parents will receive an email from SPS EZPay notifying you of the negative balance, or you will receive an email from St. Luke’s School.  If an account balance is more than $10.00 negative, a student will only have the option of purchasing a peanut butter and jelly sandwich and a la carte purchases will be suspended while the balance is in the negative. (Students with nut or gluten allergies will have a different option.)   
Meet W.G. Grinders representatives August 19 and receive a 25 % credit on account deposits -
On Sunday, August 19 at both the All-School Open House and Kindergarten Open House, W.G. Grinders’ representatives will be available to answer questions about the coming year and to accept deposits loaded into student lunch accounts.  A 25% “bonus” will be added to the funds loaded at these August 19 open houses.

Dear Saint Luke School Parents:

With the June death of Mr. Robert (Bob) Curtner and his 16 years of dedicated service to Saint Luke School, a 52-year tradition of in-house operation of the cafeteria will change in the 2018-2019 school year.
Saint Luke is welcoming a Kettering-based food service company, W.G. Grinders, at present operating in several area Catholic parish elementary and high schools, to provide our school cafeteria services. This is a fundamental change for our school community, but positive feedback from other schools and interviews with the company suggest W.G. Grinders will be a good fit and worthwhile undertaking going forward.   

The enclosed flyer introduces W.G. Grinders and changes in the 2018-2019 operation of the cafeteria. Please review it for the services being offered. 
In addition, W.G. Grinders representatives will be at both the August 19 Open House and Kindergarten Open House to answer questions and to accept deposits to your child(ren)’s lunch account.  Of special note regarding August 19, W.G. Grinders will credit a 25 percent bonus to all lunch account deposits made on August 19.  A $100.00 lunch account deposit, for example, will credit $125.00. W.G. Grinder’s will have a list of any account credit you have remaining on deposit from the 2017-2018 school year.
